Communications

Vince Dioguardi, Rome Monument, was in attendance to request from Council, their consideration of vacating a
portion of 21° Street, off of Pennsylvania Avenue. The street is located between 2 parcels that he currently
owns. He stated to Council that his plan is to build storage on the parcel to the left of the street to accommodate
Rome Monument"s granite and have the right side parcels dedicated for a possible future expansion of ATI, that
currently employees approximately 160.

Mr. Booher motioned to authorize the Borough Solicitor and Borough Manager to investigate and develop a plan
to vacate a portion of 21 Street requested by the Dioguardi’s and to perform all legal acts necessary there to and
further to reach an agreement with the owners for the conditions that they must follow and abide by prior to the
vacating of 21% Street. Second by Mr. Michel. Motion carried unanimously.

Minutes
Mr. Zigerelli motioned to approve the Regular Meeting Minutes of July 8", 2014 Council Meeting. Second by

Mr. Booher. Motion carried unanimously.

Fiscal and Contractual
Mr. Michel asked if Council added the lawn care invoices for the month, stating with the spraying of vegetation

to occur, the cost will be over $8,000. Mr. Leone stated the invoices listed are for more than 1 month.
Mr. Booher motioned to approve Monthly Bills. Second by Mr. McKay. Motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Antoline also advised Council that Officer David Piuri was recently elected President of the Beaver
County FOP. The 2 recently hired part-time Police Officers have met their obligations and are on the work
schedule. He thanked everyone for their assistance and help with Community Days and reminded Council and
residents that a 2 days celebration is planned for Monaca’s 175" and anyone willing to help would be
appreciated.

Public Safety Committee
Mr. McKay, Chairman, met with Danny Colville and a PennDot Engineer to discuss issues pertaining to curb

painting on 6™ and Pennsylvania Ave.to make that area safer.

Water/Wastewater/Health and Sanitation Commitice

Mt. Wilson, Chairman, included in the Council packet a report for the month on July for their review.

Mr. Booher motioned to approve quote from Penn Power Systems in the amount of $10,508.00 for 125Kw Onan
repairs at the Water Plant. Second by Mr. McKay. Motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Booher motioned to approve quote from Carlins Consulting in the amount of $12,000.00 for electrical
engineering consulting services at the Pumphouse. Second by Mr. McKay. Motion carried unanimously.

General Government Committee

Mr. Booher, Chairman, indicated that a meeting is scheduled for this Thursday to review and discuss the
Ordinances listed under old business.

Mr. Leone updated Council on a recent webinar he and a few Councilmen attended. The program is offered by
Facility Dude and will assist with tracking of work orders. The cost would be separated between the 3
departments and will also help with tracking the cost of certain tasks that are completed by each department. Mr.
Snyder motioned to hold off on voting on the purchase of the program until all of Council has had a chance to
review the program. Second by Mr. Zigerelli. Motion carried unanimously. Mr. Wilson asked if a spreadsheet
can be created and accomplish the same goals as the program would. Mr. Leone will schedule a second webinar
for the rest of Council to attend.

Mr. Booher motioned to approve Resolution No. 18-14, authorizing the issuance of replacement Bond Certificate
CB-000080. Second by Mr. Wilson. Motion carried unanimously.

Council of Government
Mr. Booher stated the next meeting is scheduled for this Thursday at 7:00 pm here at the Municipal Building,

Manager’s Report

Mr. Leone advised Council that new Ordinances for the MS4 permit will need adopted in the future to ensure the
Borough’s compliance with new upcoming standards. He and Mr. Sell met with the DEP to discuss the new
chlorination system and permitting at the Pumphouse. He updated Council on the progress of the future
installation of the elevator at CJ] Mangin.

Borough Solicitor’s Report

Solicitor Urick stated he will send an outline to Mr. Leone on the steps that will need taken for the vacating of
215 Street. He advised Council that the sale of the vacant property on Bechtel Street, owned by the Borough, is
in limbo with Mr. Knox’s Attorney and title search.

New Business
Mr. Michel stated he was approached my many 5" Ward residents regarding the Stone Quarry Field, and the

concerns they have on the rumor of the Borough selling the property. Council discussed the current lease

agreement the Borough holds for the property.

Mr. Zigerelli stated his concerns with the recent vandalism at Antoline Park and his discouragement with the fact
the cameras were not working at the time of incident. Mr. Leone stated that the cameras are working, and
additional cameras are being installed.

Mr. Krizan asked if quotes have been received for man hole covers and if Mr. Leone has been in contact with
Youngblood Paving and their plans to resolve the issues occurring on the newly paved hills.



Mr. Snyder asked if all the ball fields were unlocked for kids to access. He wanted to acknowledge the Polce
family and recreation workers for their fast efforts in cleaning the graffiti from the vandalized Antoline Park
pavilions. He asked what the status was on the bucket truck, if it is repaired or being sold.

Mayor Antoline stated his concerns with why questions are being arose pertaining to the sale of Stone Quary
Field.

Citizens: Comments, Complaints and Compliments.
Regina Abraham, 2109 Ridge Road, was in attendance to voice her concerns with the rumor of the Borough

selling Stone Quary Field stating she would hate to see this happen and the children not have a place to go.
Dorothy Waskaski, 740 Blaine Road, stated she was approached by a neighbor on Bell Ave. stating they have
seen paperwork for the sale of Stone Quary. Solicitor Urick advised Dorothy she was given untrue information.
Solicitor Urick advised all in attendance that the lease in tales the property is to be used for recreational use.
Ryan Kezmer, 747 Blaine Road, was in attendance to voice his opinion on the rumors of the Borough selling
Stone Quary stating in a past meeting questions regarding the property were brought up. Solicitor Urick stated
again that the use of Stone Quary Field can only be used for recreational purposes and the use cannot be
changed.

Peg Fitzsimmons, 1028 Elm Street, was in attendance to ask Council for their clarification on why Chris Haller
is not being cited for the violations occurring on a daily basis with his equipment being parked outside his
residence. She also stated Pat Majors and her children have done a wonderful job with the flowers throughout
town.,

President DiMarzio, Mr. Leone and Solicitor Urick advised Mrs. Fitzsimmons that at the current time Chris

Haller has not violated any Ordinances.

ENGINEER’S PROGRESS REPORT
July 22, 2014

The following progress report provides updated information to Borough Council and staff for current
projects.

1. Water Plant — Chlorine Gas Replacement
The DEP permit application for the chlorine system replacement is being prepared. A pre-

application meeting with DEP was scheduled for this morning.

2, Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) Permit
To remain in compliance with the requirements of the new MS4 permit issued by DEP earlier

this year, the Borough will need to pass a new stormwater management ordinance by the end of
2014. DEP’s model for the ordinance has been provided to the Borough Manager to facilitate

this process.

3. Markey’s Run Sanitary Sewer Replacement

Graziani Construction, Inc. has indicated that they will be complete with all punchlist items by
the end of July.
